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Secretary/Treasurers Report

The association ended the 2008 fiscal year with a cumulative net operating loss of $69,151. The
regular operations accounts experienced a net loss of $42,272 while NSGA sponsored
tournament operations experienced a net loss of $26,879. As at December 31, 2008 the
Association has cash assets totaling $307,908.

The 2008 budget projected an operating loss of $24,168; however a reduction of $9000 in
membership dues revenue and a $21,000 reduction in Tournament registration revenues below
the budgeted levels were major contributors to the additional loss.

With many expenses yet to be incurred through December 2009, it is difficult to accurately
estimate our final position for 2009 at this time, however a preliminary review suggests a
possible small surplus for the year. Membership dues are expected to exceed budgeted amount
by $23,000 and tournament operations are expected to generate a small surplus in the area of
$4000, an improvement of $11000 from the expected loss of $7,200 in tournament operations.

Now that the 2009 golf season is coming to an end, it feels as though it was even shorter than
the cool, wet Spring weather forewarned.

| am happy to report that in 2009 Sue Rait, Earl Bennett and myself certified/re-certified as
RCGA Level IV Rules Officials; Roland Deveau re-certified in 2008.

As | do each year, let me take a moment to publicly thank your Rules Officials for their hard
work and dedication. When health issues forced Earl and me to the sidelines for the month of
July, your NSGA Rules Team did what they do best...work as a team. Many, many thanks to
Doug McEwan and John Horton for taking over and doing double, and triple, duty for us.
Thanks, too Sue and Jack Rait, Roland Deveau, Bill MacMillan, Ed Eby, Kevin Lemmon, Larry
Clark, Shirley Kirk, and Jack Coffin. Your dedication to the Rules and this Association are much
appreciated by the Board and the Membership. What a Team!!

Cool weather aside, many players had their ‘range finders’ warmed and ready for the first
tournament in early June and they were well-used by the end of the tournament schedule in
September. Because the use of the range finders is still contrary to the Rules of Golf, the
NSGA Rules Committee was, admittedly, a wee bit apprehensive in recommending allowing
their use in our provincial tournaments. However, it proved to be the right decision as our
players appreciated being able to put them through their paces this year. The use of the range
finders did not noticeably speed up the pace of play, as many predicted they would, since the
range-finders only show distance and not how to hit the shot straight!

Speaking of slow-play, that age-old problem reared its ugly head again this season. Some
players seem to think it is their right to play as slowly as they wish. Wrong! Rule 6 -7 states
“The player must play without undue delay and in accordance with any pace of play guidelines
that the Committee may establish. Between the completion of a hole and playing from the next
teeing ground, the player must not unduly delay play.” Slow play is not poor play. Slow play IS
standing around chatting, not walking at a reasonable
pace to the next shot and, the most agonizingly slow
practice of all, standing and waiting until the others in the
group have made their shots and THEN beginning the
process to gauge distance, make club selection and take
practice swings; all things that can be done while others
are making their shot! Be READY when it is your turn to
play! When it becomes your turn to hit, slow play IS
taking more than forty-five (45) seconds to select your
club, take your practice swing and put the ball in the air.
During the off-season, practice your setup routine to see
if you can shave valuable time off your setup routine...it
just might save you some penalty strokes!

We attempted to rate Lost Creek at the end of the season,
but we were rained out after completing only eight holes. Hopefully there will be good weather
in November so this can be completed.

For next year, the women’s tees will be rated for Truro, Parrsboro, and Chester. Oakfield and
Bluenose will also be assessed to determine if a rating is needed.

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Handicap Report

The 2009 golf season began with two successful handicap seminars. A third was planned, was
cancelled because of apparent lack of interest. Two more seminars have been planned for this
fall.

Member golf clubs are reminded that the club is required to send at least one member to attend
and successfully complete a handicap seminar during the four year period of the RCGA / NSGA
Handicap License Agreement. This member may be one who has already successfully
completed a handicap seminar or may one who is completely new.

Notice has been sent to all clubs that are having their current RCGA / NSGA Handicap License
Agreement expire this fall. Other clubs will be notified when their License Agreement is about to
expire. The License Agreement is valid for a period of four years after the signing of same.
This agreement is necessary to permit member clubs to use the RCGA Handicap Program,
whether it is through the RCGA Network or through another approved handicap program.

The RCGA Network continues to grow as more member clubs begin to use it as their handicap
program. It is free and all data is stored securely on a server away from the club. In addition to
be able to post scores at the golf club members can also post their scores from anywhere there
is an internet connection and can view the scores of any person who also is on the Network.
This makes peer review much easier.

Two weeks later the Men's Amateur was held at Osprey Ridge Golf Club in Bridgewater, a
good number of the provinces top amateurs attended which was reflected in the tight race for
four days with the champion being declared after a 1 hole play-off. All players agreed that this
course was a true test of their ability and conditions were the best possible.

The day after finishing these two tournaments David and | traveled to North Sydney where
Seaview Golf and Country Club hosted the Provincial Junior Championships. This was also an
excellent competition with all the top junior males and females competing. Irene Jung (Pen
Hills) not only won the females division but also set a new female course record in doing so; on
the males side Eric Locke (Digby Pines) did the same; his new course record of 64 broke the
old record by 3 strokes; a great showing by both players. Joining Irene on the females team
were Brynn Tomie (Northumberland), Courtney Balcombe (Paragon), and Christina Mercer
(Passchendaele). The male’'s team was composed of Eric Locke (Digby Pines); Eric Banks
(Truro), Sam Holland (Ken-Wo) and Ally Tidcombe (Ken-Wo).

The Family Classic was next on the list; it was contested at Glenn Lovat Golf Club. This is a
unique tournament where teams are composted with many combinations from Father/Son,
Mother/Daughter, to Grand Parent/Grandchild. Many of the participants look forward to this
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“ outing each year and of course to the bragging rites as winners in their perspective divisions.

Congratulations go to all the teams that took home their plagues to proudly display.

The Women'’s 2 Ball was held at Eagle Crest Golf Course on a day that set a new record, not in
golf but in temperature with the mercury reaching the mid 30’s. We did mange to get everyone
around the course with no mishaps and in the end crowned Tammy Rent (Public Player) and
Faye Gunter (River Oaks) as the champions.

The men’s senior was held at the Antigonish Golf Club early in August; three days of
competition saw the lead change hands daily; from “Ducky” Webber (Brightwood) the first day,
to a three way tie the second day held by Ed Dumeah (Ashburn), Gerry MacMillan (Paragon),
Tom Banks (Paragon), with Ed posting the victory the last day. The other three contenders
joined him on the team to represent the province.

Ambherst Golf Club was the host for the Men’s Senior 4 Ball; this was in conjunction with the
celebration of the club’s 100™ Anniversary. The entries in this event were down a bit with only
82 teams competing. The team of local boys Gary Carter & Gary Lucci had a strong showing
shooting scores of 67/70 winning the tournament by 7 strokes. This tournament will a change
beginning in 2010, the registration will be done on a “first come first served bases” the same as
the Men’s 4 Ball.

The Women’s Bronze competition was held at Linacy Greens Golf Club with 21 courses being
represented. The winning team was from Harbour Ridge Golf Club with a score of 127, followed
by the host team with a score of 132.

The final tournament of the year was the Mixed, contested at Annapolis Royal Golf Club. Here
also our registration was down by about 20 teams, but those who were there will tell you it was
a great event. Two days of excellent weather helped add to the enjoyment. Emerging from the
pack was the team of Doug Smith/Margaret d’Entremont (West Pubnico) with a two day total of
145. Next year marks the 10™ Anniversary of this event and it is returning to the first host venue
of West Pubinco Golf and Country Club.

In summary all the tournaments went fairly well entries were up in some and down in others.
The host clubs were all pleased with their compensation for club use and in most cases were
applying to host another event in the near future.

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Executive Directors Report

The Nova Scotia Public Player Program (NSPPP)

The Nova Scotia Public Players Club was established in May 2007 to permit players who do not
currently belong to a Category | Member Club or an existing Category Il Club to have the benefit
of membership in the two associations. In 2006, the NSGA had approximately 75 Public Players
throughout the province. During the first year of the Nova Scotia Public Players Club the number
of member doubled to 155 members. This dramatic increase is a clear indication that the
program is viable and sustainable.

In 2009 season we saw another dramatic increase in the Public Player Program. In 2008 the
NSPPP had a total of 193 members this number jumped to 301 in 2009.

The demand for the services provided through the program can be met within our organization.
Although these Public Player members are not a Category | members they are golfing and
contributing to the golf industry around the province. These members are playing golfing and
purchasing green fees at our member courses. For example:

In 2009 NSPPP membership played over 4100 rounds of golf in Nova Scotia.

Based on an average cost per round of $40.00 this translates into over $164,000.00 in

green fee revenue.

Approximately 50 NSPPP participated in our NSGA events this season.

2009 Canada Summer Games

I had the great honor of attending the 2009 Canada Summer Games in August. This was the
first year that golf was included as a sport in the Summer Games. Nova Scotia fielded a boys
and girls team, with 3 juniors on each team. The competition consisted of 3 day’s of team
competition and 1 day of individual competition, with the field being cut on the final day to the
low 15 and ties. The 3 person team is a different format from most National Championships.
Although skeptical at first, | found the 3 person format worked well and made the field more
competitive. With each team only using 2 scores to calculate the team scores it made each
team more competitive.

Ed Hanzcaryk coached our team while Erica Donovan acted as the team manager. The team
stayed at the Athlete’s Village and got to experience all the excitement of such a large event
including watching other sports and supporting their fellow Nova Scotian team mates and
participating in the closing ceremonies.

In the end our boys team finish 7" overall while the girls took the 5" spot. On the individual side
of the competition Eric Locke and Irene Jung were the only two Nova Scotians to advance to the
final round. Eric struggled on the final day and finished in 15" place while Irene Jung tied for 6"
and only one stroke off the medals.

As the Canada Games are only held every 4 years we will be looking to being the selection
process for the next team in 2012.

Tax Incentive

As part of the newly expanded program, the Healthy Living Tax Incentive will be extended to
include all NSGA Member Clubs, encouraging adults and children to participate in a healthier
lifestyle through fitness.

The tax credit, or healthy living incentive, provides a tax credit of up to $500 per person to help
with the cost of registering for sport or recreation activities that offer health benefits.

This is a tax credit not a tax rebate. A tax credit is a reduction against income tax. A person who
claims the maximum of $500.00 can expect a tax reduction of $43.95. This amount will be
deducted from your provincial income tax, much the same way your charitable donations are
deducted.

Adults and children enrolling with an eligible sport and recreation organization in 2009 must
keep registration tax receipts to claim the credit on their 2009 tax return. Only receipts from
those sport and recreation groups who have registered with the Department of Health
Promotion and Protection are eligible.
